If you haven’t got art materials at home don’t worry, you can do some
really nice work with a pen and pencil. You don’t have to work on
really nice paper you could use newspaper, cereal boxes, or any scrap
paper, you could even collage paper together and work on that. You
never know it might end up being really interesting.

The important thing is to get lots of drawings done.

Experiment

Practice drawing in different ways and with different
materials

Work on different surfaces with a range of materials

Try different compositions (layouts) and work in different
sizes.

Draw from magazines or images collected online

Draw from real life objects if possible (shell, leaves, flowers
etc.)
