Re: National Teacher Industrial Strike Action

As per our previous correspondence, one of the teaching unions, the National Education Union (NEU), has organised
their second strike day for Tuesday 28 February. There are 2 further dates scheduled for 15 March and 16 March
although it is possible these dates may be withdrawn if the NEU can reach agreement with government.
