Before School 

From Monday 15.01.24, students can arrive at school from 7.30am and study, independently or in 

their friendship groups, in our Dining Hall. Revision guides and resources will be available or students 

can bring their own. We are providing free breakfast, served from 8.00am-8.15am and Morning 

Meeting will begin, as usual, at 8.30am prompt.  

After School 

Our after school offer also begins on Monday, 15.01.24. Some sessions are for the entire year group 

(or all of the students studying that particular subject) and others (marked with an asterisk) are 

focused on individual groups of students. Students will be informed if they are required to attend a 

specific focus session. 

We also have an exciting rewards scheme linked to after school revision classes: ‘Conquering the 

Summit’. Students will have a reward card to record the sessions they have attended. Once students 

have attended three sessions in a week, they will gain a step towards their prom ticket. If they 

complete all of their steps, all the way up to the final exams, they will receive their prom ticket as their 

reward!
